The school day

The school day starts with the gates and classroom doors opening at 8.45am. Registration is from
8.45-8.55, lessons begin promptly at 9am. If you arrive after 9am, you are late and must go the
school office to sign your child in.

A reminder that parents must ensure that their child gets to their classroom on time in the morning
and all younger children must be taken directly to their classroom door.
