Maths

As we approach the statutory multiplication tables check in June, we will be giving an even more increased focus to times
tables practice. The children will be performing written times table tests regularly in school and spending lots of time
practicing on TT Rockstars. We would really appreciate if between now and June, you ensure that your child is practicing their
times tables at home regularly. Please also make sure that your child’s Chromebook is fully charged every day. In addition to
our work on the Times Tables we will also continue to use the White Rose Maths scheme to support the delivery of our maths
lessons. We will be exploring the topics of multiplication, division and length, perimeter and decimals.

English

Thank you for ensuring that your child comes to school with their Reading Record and reading book every day, we are seeing
some great progress in their reading levels. As usual, please take good care of all books sent home and please make sure that
you sign your child’s reading record at least 3 times a week, otherwise their book may not be changed. In our Reading lessons
children will be focusing on the book The Iron Man. We will also be writing a newspaper report.

Topic
In Science we will be learning about Sound. We will be learning how sounds are made, different ways of making sound, how
sound travels, how we can make sounds louder and quieter and how to measure volume.
